Happy Thanksgiving! | am just sitting down to
prepare my Thanksgiving menu, so | thought I'd
share one of my family’s favorite holiday recipes. It
is made with sweet potatoes, but it tastes like
dessert and the leftovers are just as good! Y’all
enjoy and have a very relaxing and fun holiday
season!

Serves 6
Preheat oven to 325 degrees.

Potatoes:

3 cups cooked, mashed sweet potatoes/yams
1 cup sugar (white)

2 eggs, beaten

1 stick margarine, softened

2 tsp vanilla

Y2 tsp salt

Topping:

1 cup pecans, chopped

1/3 cup flour (self-rising or all purpose)
Y stick margarine, melted

¥ cup brown sugar

Peel and cube potatoes. When done, drain off
excess water. (If using canned yams in syrup,
open can and drain potatoes — do not rinse and
reduce sugar to 2 c¢). Mash thoroughly. Add all
other ingredients listed under “Potatoes” and mix
well. Putin a 2 gt dish.

Prepare topping. Melt margarine and sugar in
microwave safe dish. In separate bowl, flour
pecans. Add pecans to margarine/sugar mixture.
Stir well. Spoon the pecans over the whole
surface of potatoes.

Bake for 35 — 40 minutes and watch closely
toward end to make sure the topping doesn’t burn.
